In late July, a large flatbed trailer arrived at the W. Watson 
entrance to Catawissa Nature Preserve.  Strapped to its bed was 
the long-awaited footbridge.  Hours later, after concrete footers 
were installed on either side of the creekbed, workers ferried 
the footbridge strapped to the arm of a huge excavator, to its 
permanent home spanning Catawissa Creek.

The 20’ long steel and wood structure now provides pedestrian 
access to the eastern portion of Catawissa Nature Preserve, a key 
objective of the 2-year long improvement project.  A new loop 
trail meanders through the park, featuring an informational sign at 
an observation site overlooking the restored streambank.      

“We couldn’t be more pleased with the footbridge, and how 
its rustic appearance fits with the natural setting,” commented 
Pat Carr, President of Langhorne Open Space.  Adds Carol 
Zetterberg, LOSI’s Director of Funding, “We’re thrilled that 
the public now has access to the all of the nature preserve. 
It’s gratifying to see so many walkers taking advantage of the 
expanded trails.”

The Catawissa beautification and streambank restoration project 
has been many years in the making.  Following several years

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RETURN OF THE ‘MONARCHY’

 If you’re like many of us, you’ve enjoyed a summer of watching 
butterflies hover over the lantana or milkweed in your gardens.  
Perhaps you are a regular visitor to the Butterfly Garden at the 
Farm.  Board member and volunteer, Deb Tyl who cares for the 
garden has also noticed more butterflies than in past seasons.  
“This year, it hasn’t been unusual to see 7-10 Monarchs at a 
time in the garden,” said Debbie.   For several years, a Monarch 
sighting was relatively rare, so what’s happening?

Monarch Joint Venture (MJV), a partnership of federal and 
state government, businesses and individuals, have noted 
a 144% increase – the largest since 2007 -in the Eastern 
Monarch population after experiencing a steady decline over 
the past 20 years.  Butterflies, as with most living things, are 
impacted by climate change and the resulting severe storms and 
habitat destruction, as well as pesticides.  According to the MJV, 
the Western Monarchs have not enjoyed the same resurgence 
as their eastern siblings as they more often spend winters in 
central or southern California as well as Mexico.  Based on 
research, scientists believe that the Monarchs we see have more 
likely wintered exclusively in Mexico where their habitat is more 
hospitable.

It is not just the scientific foundations that are tracking and 
tagging Monarchs.  Deb Tyl reported that nearby Churchville 
Nature Center recently released tagged butterflies in an effort to 
track their progress.  (Tags are very small – no bigger than a hole 
punch.)  “We’ve seen a tagged Monarch in our Butterfly Garden 
in early October which may have been from the Churchville 
release,” said Debbie.  So, be on the lookout in your garden and 
visit the Butterfly Garden at the Farm to see Debbie’s good work 
and some beautiful ‘monarchs’ in all their splendor!

The new sign is two-sided and is mounted parallel to Green 
Street.  Langhorne Open Space Board members felt the new 
orientation would be more noticeable to drivers, cyclists and 
pedestrians passing by.  The size, shape, colors, and wording 
of the new sign are virtually identical to that of its predecessor. 
To ensure a long life, the new sign is made of HDU (high density 
urethane).

As part of the project, the area surrounding the sign was re-
landscaped following a design created by Board member Lou 
Procaccino.  A retired landscaper, Lou designed a surrounding 
garden intended to give prominence to the sign.  The design 
features a collection of low-profile, low-maintenance permanent 
plantings, with two sections reserved for annuals.

Please come by to see the attractive new sign-garden that 
your generosity has made possible!  As with most of our 
undertakings, this project was undertaken without using tax 
revenues.

of planning, vendor evaluation, and fundraising/grant-writing 
spearheaded by Langhorne Open Space, the implementation 
phase of the project began two years ago.  The massive project 
involved restoring and fortifying a severely eroded streambank, 
beautification of the Maple Avenue entrance, signage installation, 
trail improvements (including handicap accessibility to the main 
segment), and extensive plantings to re-establish wooded areas 
disturbed by the construction.  Overseen jointly by Langhorne 
Borough and LOSI, the project is now nearing completion.

STONE MEADOWS FARM UPDATE

Plans for development of the Stone Meadows Farm parcel 
(located on Rte 413 north of St. Mary Medical Center) were 
submitted four years ago.  Thanks to the dedicated efforts of an 
organization called Save Stone Meadows, with assistance 
from Langhorne Open Space, the development plans remain 
unapproved to this day.

As you know, the plans from Metropolitan Development 
Group calls for 123 houses to be built on this farm.  Due in 
large measure to strong community opposition, the Middletown 
Planning Commission has rejected various iterations of the 
plans, citing zoning violations, traffic concerns, stormwater 
issues, and road design.  Other concerns include additional 
delays for emergency service access to St. Mary Medical Center 
on already-crowded roadways.

Middletown Township is currently revising its Comprehensive 
Plan, and is welcoming input from the public regarding open 
space, traffic mitigation, and recreation.  Please consult the 
Middletown Twp website for upcoming meetings concerning 
the Stone Meadows development plan review as well as 
Comprehensive Plan input.

This area, nearly completed, lends itself perfectly as a 
peaceful area in which one can enjoy a quiet escape from the 
busy world.  Lou has asked that if anyone has pots of perennial 
plants or garden statuary to consider donating them to add to the 
Meditation Garden.

On yet another project, a new Farm sign has been installed 
at the entrance to the property.  Once again, Lou stepped up 
to lend his knowledge to design a re-landscape of the garden 
surrounding the sign.  The sign and the surrounding garden were 
installed this October (see Farm sign article in this issue).  

Lou asked that we include his favorite quote related to 
volunteerism and giving of one’s time for others:  “Letting go 
of our possessions means letting go of our ‘attachments’ to our 
possessions.”
